3. Use adverbs (words that explain action words)

Not so sensational:

More sensational:

The gentle breeze blew softly and refreshingly around my face.  

4.  Use prepositional phrases.

Not so sensational: 




I visited the food center.  

More sensational:

I visited the food center in the middle of the mall.  

5. Use similes (comparing two things using like or as)
